Homework Policy 

Aims:

i. To recognise that homework is an essential element of a student’s education;

ii. To reinforce the partnership between home and school in seeking to realise the potential of all our young people.

Objectives

Homework is set to:

i. Assist learning;

ii. Follow up, practise and reinforce class work;

iii. Set challenges for faster learners;

iv. Encourage independent learning;

v. Memorise material including vocabulary and sentences;

vi. Develop organisational skills and assist in self-discipline;

vii. Develop a positive attitude to the importance of homework;

viii. Encourage parental involvement in the learning process;

ix. Allow independent research and attempt work not possible in school;

x. Allow for creativity, both in relation to the students responses and the formats which the homework itself might take;

xi. Create an opportunity to evaluate and set targets for improvement.

Roles & Responsibilities

Overview:

At Key Stage 3 it is recommended that a minimum of half an hour of homework per subject should be set. The number of subject homeworks set on any one evening will not exceed three. 

At Key Stage 4 the homework programme should be adjusted according to subject coursework requirements and the ability of the student. However, students should be expected to complete a minimum of forty-five minutes per subject set. The number of subject homeworks set on any one evening will not exceed three. 

Students 

i. To record all homework set in their journal;

ii. To complete all homework set;

iii. To hand in completed homework on time.

Teacher 

i. To set homework according to the homework timetable;

ii. To ensure deadlines are clear to all students;

iii. To differentiate homework where necessary;

iv. To ensure that homework is marked according to the school’s marking policy. Ensuring that feedback is positive, diagnostic and constructive.

Parents 

i. To take an active role where possible to ensure all homeworks are completed as set;

ii. To provide a suitable environment for completion of all homework;

iii. To monitor homework and sign the journal weekly.

Form Tutor

i. To monitor homework journals weekly and to ensure that they have been signed by 
parents;

ii. To liaise with subject teachers, heads of department and head of year as necessary;

Director of Faculty 
i. To monitor the quality, setting, marking and completion of homework within the 
department;

ii. To devise and implement a strategy that makes provision for homework during extended periods of staff absence;

iii. To place homework on the agenda of a faculty meeting twice a year having agreed a sampling process within the department which covers a review of work in each year.

Head of Year

i. To monitor the implementation of the school policy across the year group and to liaise with heads of department accordingly;

ii. To monitor homework practices as they exist in relation to a number of students each term and to report to heads of department and the headteacher on the outcomes.
